While our knighting
project was launched at the beginning of February when we were steeped in
the ancient impulse of knighthood, my task as a class teacher has been to
guide the Sixth Graders into an understanding of what they can do in their own realm of the modern
world to be honorable and upright individuals.

Some of the traits and qualities mentioned were: self-control, enthusiasm, generosity, honesty,
courage, ingenuity, patience, strength, leadership, compassion, integrity, selflessness, open-
mindedness, trust, loyalty, caring and fortitude. Each of these characteristics, they agreed, was
worth pursuing.

As many classes have done before us, we have focused our class activities on community service, a
beginning etiquette class with Suzanne-Marie English, an in-depth interview with an admired person
and a number of other challenges that provide opportunities for personal growth, family participation
and classroom improvement.
