 Besides these influential referrals, here are some of the other reasons new parents gave for 

choosing CSWS: 

-We were looking for a change; public school just wasnõt a good fit.  We had first heard about the 

school when we attended El Dorado Parent Participation Preschool.  

-We kept meeting people who went here who said great things about your school.  

-Too much academic pressure in our previous school.  

-Our pediatrician recommended it; our daughter is artistic and imaginative and her pre -school 

was just not clicking with her.  

-I went to Sacramento Waldorf from Kindergarten through High School and knew I wanted my 

children in Waldorf; weõve been attending Parent-Tot the last few years.  

-I heard about Waldorf before I even had kids and have always heard great things about it.  I 

met many of the families who go here from summer camp at American River Conservancy where 

I work and was impressed by the children and their parents.  

-Our brother -in -law is Dennis Fitz (long -time class teacher at Sac Waldorf) and we have always 

been impressed when attending Sac Waldorfõs high school graduation.  The eloquence, intelli-

gence and gratitude you hear from the students is always very impressive.  

-We had attended Parent -Tot and really wanted to begin Kindergarten here, but the logistics 

didnõt work for us.  We tried public school, but it wasnõt a good fit.  Our child was surviving, but 

not thriving é we want her to enjoy going to school. 

 

Each time we ask new or inquiring parents about how they heard about CSWS, the common 

themes of hearing good experiences from others, seeking an alternative for their child and the 

inspired, age -appropriate Waldorf curriculum emerge at the top of their lists.  We are lucky to 

have such enriched education for our children, supportive talented teachers and great commu-

nity.  Please welcome our new parents when you meet them at the work parties and back -to-

school meetings this month!
