Research Finds No Advantage In Learning To Read From Age Five

A University of Otago researcher has uncovered for the first time quantitative evidence that teach-
ing children to read from age five is not likely to make that child any more successful at reading
than a child who learns reading later, from age seven.

The ground-breaking Psychology PhD research, conducted by Dr. Sebastian Suggate, has been
placed on the University's "distinguished list" of doctoral theses for 2009. Dr. Suggate has also
been awarded a prestigious Postdoctoral Research Fellowship from the Humboldt Association in
Germany to the University of Wuerzburg in Bavaria to further his studies into childhood education.

Dr. Suggate conducted three studies over three years to obtain his data. First, he re-analysed
data collected as part of the 2006 Programme for International Student Assessment (known as the
PISA Study) across 54 countries and found that by the age of 15, there was no advantage in learn-
ing to read early from age five. This first study has recently been published in the International
Journal of Educational Research.
