Financial Update from Our Board President

The Past:

During the 2007/2008 school year the Board of Trustees consented to increase tuition 5% for three
consecutive years. The first year of this increase (the 2008/2009 school year) the tuition at CSWS
was indeed raised 5% to implement seniority based pay and cover the increase in operating costs.
However the following year (the 2009/2010 school year), due to the economic conditions surround-
ing our school, the state of California and the world as a whole, the Faculty consented to forego their
cost of living increase and the Board consented to not increase tuition for one year. Fortunately, we
were able to increase our enrollment and divert funds to meet the major increases in health benefits
and workersd6 compensation this current school

The Present:

As we do each year, the Finance Committee and the Board of Trustees is looking closely at operat-
ing costs of the school as we enter tuition setting conversations for the coming school year. We are
expecting increases in our operating expenses in the following areas as known costs that will need
to be addressed in 2010/2011:

Health services increase of 10%

Workersoé6 compensation increase of 5%
Educatords | egal l'iability insurance increas
Utilities increase (exact percent not known at this time)

These increases are unavoidable and are separate from a cost of living increase for our Faculty and
Staff. Additional increases of our employee benefits packages and replenishment of our 403(b)
retirement fund will also be necessary expenses in the coming year.

Future:

January 21, 2010 at 6:30 pm in the Seventh Grade classroom. Sensitivity to the financial constraints
of our families while meeting the needs of our school, staff and faculty is always a challenge. We
welcome input from the community and appreciate the opportunity to share the picture of this chal-
lenge with interested community members. If you have any questions, comments or concerns
please feel free to attend this meeting or share your input with a Board Member beforehand.

Lastly, a task force is being created under the guidance of Scott Krieger and Lynn Morgan to actively
pursue additional income sources for our future. This group will be looking for ways to generate
additional revenue for the school without burdening our community with another time-intensive fund-
raiser or excessive tuition increases. Please contact Scott or Lynn if you are interested in working
on this effort.
